For Special Educational Needs (SEN) groups,
the adult to child ratio must be 1:1 and all of
these adults will be admitted free of charge.

PAYMENT TERMS
A minimum deposit will be payable at the time of booking to secure your chosen date. This is £75 for self-led groups and
£90 for self-led + lesson groups. 
You will be prompted by email to complete an online form confirming your final numbers no later than 21 days prior to
your visit.
A final balance will then be issued and this invoice must be paid no later than 14 days before your visit.
If the invoice is not paid on time, the booking may be forfeited and no refund will be possible.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

CHANGES & CANCELLATIONS
Cancellations with less than 28 days notice are non-refundable, but for an administration fee of £50 your visit can be
rescheduled to another available date.
Cancellations with less than 14 days notice are non-refundable and non-transferable.



IMPORTANT INFORMATION

DURING YOUR VISIT
Children attending as part of the group remain under the supervision of the group leader at all times, and must adhere to
all safety instructions and guidance during their visit. 
Children are not to be left unsupervised at any time during the visit.
All guests must wash their hands after contact with animals. Adequate hand washing facilities are provided for you to do
so, and it is the responsibility of the supervising group leader to ensure children do so. Please do not use hand sanitiser as
a substitute for proper hand washing.
We reserve the right to ask a group to leave the farm if behaviour is deemed inappropriate or puts the welfare of our
animals at risk.
You will be provided with a box for storing belongings, lunchboxes, etc during your visit. The box remains the property of
Hogshaw Farm & Wildlife Park and it is your responsibility to return this when you leave. All personal items, bags and
belongings are left at your own risk.
It is your responsibility to check that you have collected all of your belongings before leaving the farm. We do try to
reunite lost property with it’s owner, but this isn’t always possible.
By confirming your group visit booking, you agree to all of the above these terms and conditions.
